Yuanjiajie Scenic Area (Include VIP Shuttle Bus): A mountain platform great for
enjoying sweeping vistas. You will experience walk on the mountain’s edge, and
clouds rise from beneath the feet.

Bailong Elevator (Climb-up): The world’s tallest full-exposure outdoor elevator,
the world’s tallest double-deck sightseeing elevator and the world’s fastest
passenger elevator with the biggest carrying capacity.

Haliluya Mountain: The Southern Sky Pillar in Yuanjiajie is the prototype of the
"Hallelujah Mountains" in the well-known film Avatar.

Mihun Platform: When standing on the platform, your soul will be captured by
the scenery on your eyes, hence name Mihun Platform.

The No. 1 Natural Bridge: This sky bridge stretches across two mountains. It is
uncommon for most of us to see a natural bridge surrounded by white clouds
and oddly-shaped stone peaks.

Yangjiajie Scenic Area: The peak wall of Yangjiajie is also known as the "natural
Great Wall". It looks like a peak when viewed from the side and a wall when
viewed from the horizontal.
