It was written by
Zong Shiyu, magistrate of Tai'an prefecture, in the thirty third year
under the regime of Emperor Guangxu of Qing Dynasty (1907 AD).
Bixia Temple: Located on the top of Taishan Mountain, is the memori-
al temple for the Goddess of Taishan Mountain-the Supreme Goddess
Bixia.

Taohuayuan: The name come from the peach blossom, ancients also
known as "Red Rain".The flourishing peach blossom, falling petals and
limpid steams will make you feel like you are in heaven.
