Lotus Garden: It is composed of a large mansion and has houses built
in the middle with two gardens set on either side, to the east and
west. On three sides it is surrounded by a canal.

Helv Ancient Ruins: It was the capital city of Wu State built by King
Helu at the suggestion of Wu Zixu. Here leaving many well-known
stories and legends.

City Wall Museum: It created a special plane layout and a unique
structure with two water gates, which has become a unique landscape

with extremely high cultural and academic value.
Wuxi: A city near Shanghai, sits on the banks of Taihu, one of China’s largest freshwater lakes.

Three Kingdoms City: One of the CCTV Television Bases, and a
renowned tourist attraction. The Romance of the Three Kingdoms, a
historical TV series, was filmed there.

Three Heroes Show: In the Horse Race Course, Three Heroes (Liu Bei,
Guan Yu and Zhang Fei) Dueling Lv Bu is performed at ten everyday.
Ancient Warships Cruising Taihu Lake: Take an ancient warship
rippling on the blue waves of Taihu Lake, enjoy the beauty of Taihu
Lake & appreciate the elegance of the water town.

Qingming Bridge: The oldest, largest and best-preserved single-hole
stone arch bridge in Wuxi.

Light of Lihu Lake: The park space that Wuxi people are most willing
to visit. This is the best place to watch the 100-meter-high spray.
Fisherman’s Island (Viewing): After Spring Autumn Period, Fan Li
retired and took Xi Shi live here and wrote down "Fishing Sutra”. The

people respected him and the island was named Fisherman’s Island.
Huzhou: Famous as a land of fish and rice, it is also a famous hometown of silkworms.

Moon Bay Square: Located on the shore of Taihu Lake and is famous
for the first seven-star water hotel, the Moon Hotel.

Fisherman’s Wharf: There are many seafood restaurants, here can
taste the local delicacies of Huzhou.

Taihu Ancient Town: The core business of the Taihu Dragon Dream
Cultural and Performing Arts Area, divided into two areas, the east

side called Tongjia Village, and the west side called Jiangxia Village.
Hangzhou: One of the six ancient capitals of China. It was described by Italian traveler Marco
Polo as the finest and most luxurious city in the world.

Xiaohezhi Street: Located at the intersection of Grand Canal, Xiaohe
River and Yuhangtang River. Aboriginal people retained the neighbor-
hood continued folk customs and lifestyle of traditional canals.

West Lake (Include Cruising): West Lake is the soul of Hangzhou,
nearly 100 unique scenic spots and famous with "West Lake 10 Scene".

Shaoxing Wﬁﬁ Wuzhen

Shaoxing is a city in eastern China’'s Zhejiang province, straddling the Grand Canal and
crossed by many waterways. It's known for its locally produced rice wine.

Keyan Scenic Area (Include Jianhu Cruising): Including Keyan, Jianhu,
and Luzhen, it has wonderful scenery such as stone caves, stone
pools, and stone walls with different postures. Luzhen Scenic Area is a
water town in the south of the Yangtze River. Cruising on the Jianhu
Lake and see the stone bridges and the ancient trails left by the

immortals; the Xianglin Scenic Area is a large area of fragrans forest.
Wuzhen is a historic scenic town, part of Tongxiang, located in the north of Zhejiang Province,
China. It lies within the triangle formed by Hangzhou, Suzhou and Shanghai.

Wuzhen Water Village: A historic water town, the main scenic area is
divided into West Gate and East Gate.

West Gate Scenic Area (Include Oar Boat): The essence of Wuzhen,
the streets of cafes, bars, full of literary feelings, sound paddling
Jiangnan Water Village in exceptionally charming.

The transparent glass curtain wall
allows you to look out over the cityscape through 360-degrees.
Lane 1192 Shanghai: Reproduces the Bund in the 1930s and 1940s.
Here you can pick up old memories and go through the old Shang-
hai's style and charm.

Lujiazui Pedestrian Bridge: An excellent platform overlooking the
entire Lujiazui Financial City. It is not only popular with citizens and
tourists, but also many film and television crews like to shoot here.
The Bund: One of the most symbolic of Shanghai, the main point is
the 52 different styles buildings known as "World Architecture Expo".
Nanjing Road: China's top ten pedestrian streets over 100 years of
history, in 1865 officially named as Nanjing Road.
