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Golden Bridge: The latest weird and wonderful structures around the world.
Golden Bridge is supported by the enormous gray hands.

D’Amour Garden: Designed in European style and divided into several small
gardens. Each small garden carries one theme and different layout to the
gathering of so many beautiful flowers of Europe.

French Village: A romantic French city with classic French architecture,
squares, churches, towns, villages, hotels, restaurants and cafes.

Fantasy Park: Satisfies the entertainment demands of all ages, featuring
amusing games for children to X-games for adults.
